Nick Brown is a very accomplished, Senior 6-3 Point Guard, currently playing for Richard Montgomery High School in Rockville, Maryland.  A three year starter, and one of the premier point guards in our area, Nick is the classic big guard, one who uses his size to his advantage, going hard to the basket, being big and aggressive on defense and using his height to rebound very well.  Those rebounds often lead to coast-to-coast scoring drives or jumpers or nifty assists.  He’s a good shooter and defender, but perhaps his biggest attributes are his floor leadership, court vision and passing ability. He’s an assist wizard – that’s a big part of his game, to look for the assist.  Nick runs offenses extremely well and distributes the ball evenly and, most importantly, strategically. Players on the floor with Nick must always be awake and ready, because if they’re in a key position or get open, he will get them the ball, usually with one of his awesome passes.  Because he’s tall (and growing) and because he’s been playing point guard since he started AAU as an 8 year old, he has the ability to make long, down court passes, passes in traffic and passes when you think no pass could possibly be made. His turnover-to-assist ratio is one of the best in the State.

He drives to the basket and scores and/or draws fouls pretty much at will. He has developed a nice, soft pull-up jumper to go with his driving ability, hits the three with consistency, and so has become a potent offensive force.  Defensively, smaller guards have problems getting around him and he has very quick hands and feet.

Nick is an excellent student athlete, with a grade point average well above 3.0. Also, his SAT scores are very good, around 1550-1600.  He should improve on this when he retakes it in the Fall.
