Roundup: Walter Johnson upsets Rockville in shootout

A summary of Friday night football games in Montgomery County

Walter Johnson scored 27 fourth-quarter points, including a game-winning, 16-yard touchdown run from quarterback Cole Ahnell, to upset host Rockville, 47-41, Friday night.

The Rams, who went 8-1 during the 2009 regular season, were led by senior Crusoe Gongbay, who rushed for 250 yards and five touchdowns on 25 carries. Three of his scoring runs were from 30, 30 and 80 yards out.

Rockville led, 21-14, at halftime and 35-20 after three quarters. But WJ junior Elad Covaliu (11 carries, 85 yards) scored three touchdowns, two rushing, one receiving, in the second half. Ahnell found Ryan Davis (Six catches, 99 yards) for two touchdowns in the first half and another in the fourth quarter, then hit Covaliu to bring the Wildcats within 41-40 before his winning run.
