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Maryland Titans Intermediate Boys 4x400 Wins National Title at AAU Junior Olympics!

The Maryland Titans Intermediate Boys made it to the finals of the 4x400 meter relays, putting on quite a show. They finished 1st in the nation with a time of 3:19.15. This team was made up of Hassan Dixon of Northwest High School, Marquis Woodyard of Thomas Johnson High School, George Chambers of Archbishop Curley High School, and Cortlandt Harris of Good Counsel High School. Congratulations to these runners on their first place finish!

The Intermediate Boys also competed in the 4x100 prelims and finished with a time of 42.75 that would have placed them 4th going into the finals. They didn’t compete in the finals due to an AAU rule that only heat winners could continue to the finals and they were second place in their heat. The 4x100 team was made up of Anthony Winter of Magruder High School, Hassan Dixon, Marquis Woodyard, and George Chambers.

Jenny Reid of Poolesville High School competed early on the final day of the event in the 3000 meter run. Jenny surprised even herself when her PR of 11:46.92 put her on the medal stand earning the 5th best time in the nation.

In the 100 meter finals, Kennedy Knight of Kingsview Middle School ran a time of 13.18 in the sub-midget category, placing her 7th in the nation overall. Alexia Mitchell of Forest Oak Middle School also made it to the podium in the midget category with a time of 12.83, also placing 7th in the nation.

In the 200 meter finals, Katie Wolf of Churchill High School earned 6th place with a time of 24.77, and George Chambers of Archbishop Curly High School earned 6th place with a time of 22.35. Kennedy Knight earned 5th place with a time of 26.83, and Alexia Mitchell earned 7th place with a time of 26.89.


In the 400 meter finals, Marquis Woodyard of Thomas Johnson High School finished 7th overall with a time of 50.05. Katie Wolf finished 15th overall in the 400 meter dash prelims with a time of 57.33. Mark Small of Clarksburg High School finished 34th in the 400 meter dash prelims with a time of 49.80.

In other final results, the Titans Youth Girls 4x800 relay team finished 4th in the nation with a time of 10:14.21. This relay consisted of India Knight of Northwest High School, Danielle Viera of Montgomery Village Middle School, Mauryana Gambill of Martin Luther King Middle School, and Bryanna West of Rocky Hill Middle School.

The Youth Girls 4x100 relay team finished 25th overall in the prelims, with a time of 50.68. This relay team consisted of India Knight of Northwest High School, Camry Torian of Northwest High School, Gwen Shaw of Frost Middle School, and Kiana Stephens of Montgomery Village Middle School.
