Frederick High football is back to .500

Host Cadets clip Cavs, 19-9, as Taylor runs wild

Sophomore running back Deonte Taylor ran for 168 yards on 25 carries and two touchdowns as Frederick High evened its record at 3-3 with a 19-9 victory over South Carroll High in Friday's Monocacy Valley athletic League non-conference showdown.

Taylor scored on runs of 26 and three yards. Jalen Gee also reached the end zone on a 2-yard run. Holding on to a slim 12-9 margin midway through the fourth quarter, the Cadets senior defensive end Forrest Mason grabbed an interception to set up Taylor's second touchdown.

South Carroll junior Ben McCarty scored his squad's lone touchdown on a 65-yard burst. After starting with a 4-0 record, the Cavaliers have dropped their last two games.

Walkersville junior running back Quentin Ezell returned from injury to rush for 110 yards on 26 attempts and a 23-yard touchdown as the Lions topped North Hagerstown in Friday's non-conference Monocacy Valley Athletic League football game.

Senior quarterback Jeremy Musselman hit Brian Shultz with a 15-yard scoring pass, and kicked a 27-yard field goal. Junior running back Jose Depadua added a four-yard scoring run for the winners, who improved to 4-2 overall.

Senior running back Koby Cavanaugh ran for three touchdowns as host Middletown easily defeated South Hagerstown in a Monocacy Valley Athletic League non-conference contest on Friday. Senior quarterback Sam Glushakow threw for 140 yards, including a touchdown to Will Lyons covering 33 yards. Lance Lagos and Sam Michaels rushed for a score each for the Knights (3-3).

Tuscarora 35, FSK 7

Tuscarora High senior quarterback Josh Marshall threw for 320 yards and two touchdowns as the Titans' downed Francis Scott Key in Friday's MVAL non-conference tussle Friday night.

Marshall completed 21 out of 29 attempts. Senior Jordan Clayton hauled in six passes for 66 yards and also rushed for 63 yards and a touchdown.

The Titans' senior wide receiver Bobby Stup caught six passes for 139 yards and a touchdown. At linebacker, Stup was in on 10 tackles. Junior linebacker Charlie Myers also made 10 tackles, and rushed for a touchdown on offense. Senior running back Matt Scott added a touchdown rush for Tuscarora (5-1).
