Carter, Aleaze-Dinma combine for 41 points in Roland Park's 47-44 win
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Junior forward Lauren Carter exploded for 23 points and freshman guard Daisy Aleaze-Dinma added 18 to lead the Roland Park Country School girls basketball team to a thrilling 47-44 victory over No. 8 Spalding in a IAAM A Conference game Thursday.

The Reds (11-10 overall, 4-7 in the conference) grabbed a one-point lead with 18 seconds left on a baseline jumper from Carter. Jackie Kell came up with a crucial steal and senior Jasmine Barksdale knocked down two free throws with 3.4 ticks left to seal the win.

"It was an extremely close game," said Roland Park coach Scott Buckley, whose team trailed by a point at halftime. "Carter played outstanding."

Carter also had five rebounds while Aleaze-Dinma tallied three assists and four steals for the Reds.

Sophomore guard Maggie Morrison had a team-high 17 points for Spalding (16-6, 7-4), which hosts top-ranked St. Frances on Saturday at 1 p.m.

Sophomore forward Sherae Swinson and freshman guard Raven Makins each had six points for the Cavs while sophomore forward Shaquilla Curtis added seven.
