Magruder's girls needed a little more time to warm up Monday than their boys counterparts. But the Colonels recovered from a slow start to win 66-52 over the Institute of Notre Dame in overtime and avoid the upset.

Freshman Jen Gruber (4 points) netted a free-throw with 1.8 seconds left in regulation to even the game at 46-46.
